It has been a busy spring, and so
far a pretty nice one. The
membership committee has been
pretty busy trying to find ways to
attract new members to our club,
and we have a few new ideas and
initiatives that we would like to let

you all know about.

30 DAY TRIAL MEMBERSHIP
The first is a new “30 Day Trial

Family Membership” that we will
be offering to the public starting
June 1%, 2010. Families will be
able to join for 30 consecutive
days for a fee of $400 plus H.S.T.

They would be allowed to play
under the same restrictions as a
silver membership, but with no
voting privileges. They can play in
field day events, provided there is

space available.
They can rent carts at member

rental rates.

If they decide to join after the trial
membership, we would apply the
$400 towards their membership

fee.
They can sign for things in the

Clubhouse and Pro Shop as long as
they leave a credit card on file with
the office.

This is a great opportunity for
potential new members to try our
club, so tell you friends and families

about it!

We have decided to continue the
$100 member incentive program
indefinitely. This means that any
member that gets a NEW member
to join the club will receive a $100
credit that can be applied towards
locker rentals, club storage or
driving range membership. A new
member is defined as a person(s)
that has not been a member of the
club for the past 3 full seasons.
They must join in one of the full
membership categories, i.e. social
and non-voting memberships do

not apply.

And finally, | am pleased to

announce that on a trial basis
grandchildren will now be allowed
to play for free with their
grandparent members as juvenile
dependants. In the past we have
allowed juvenile children of
members to play in restricted times
for free with their parents, and this
will now be extended to
grandchildren as well, under the
same restrictions and policies as

before.
