Core aeration is an essential part of our greens maintenance program. The greens are aerated with
a '2” hollow tine to a depth of 4” the cores are collected and removed and the holes are then filled
with a topdressing sand. This helps to relieve the compaction built up over the season improves
drainage and nutrient availability to the plant. This year we will be working on Greens and Tees
Starting Tuesday September 15® and hope to be complete on Friday September 18.

Greens will be out of play while the maintenance crew is working on them, we will have a temporary
flag in the approach while greens are out of play. We are hoping for good weather so the process
moves quickly and disruption is minimal. The expected healing time for greens is typically two weeks
depending on weather conditions. We will post a daily update in the Pro Shop on progress and

intentions for that day.
